AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TOOL, TEXAS, ADOPTING 
THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF TOOL FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING 
OCTOBER 1,2009 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2010. 

WHEREAS, providing the appropriations for the support of the City of Tool for the Fiscal Year 
beginning October 1, 2009, and ending September 30,2010; appropriating money to a sinking fund to 
pay interest and principal due on the City's indebtedness; and adopting the annual budget of the City of 
Tool for the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year. 

WHEREAS, the budget appended here as Exhibit A, for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2009 and 
ending September 30, 2010, was duly presented to the City Council by the Mayor and two public 
hearings were ordered by the City Council and said notice was published in the Monitor Newspaper, and 
said public hearings were held according to said notice; now, therefore, 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TOOL, 
TEXAS: 

SECTION 1: That the appropnatIOns for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2009, and ending 
September 30, 2010, for the support of the general government of the City of Tool,. Texas to be fixed 
and determined for said terms in accordance with the expenditures shown in the City's fiscal year 2009­
2010 budget, a copy of which is appended hereto as Exhibit A; 

SECTION 2: That the budget, as shown in words and figures in Exhibit A, is hereby approved in all 
respects and adopted as the City's budget for the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2009 and ending 
September 30,2010. 

SECTION 3: That there is hereby appropriated the amount shown in said budget necessary to provide 
for a maintenance and operating fund, and a sinking fund for the payment of the principal and interest 
and the retirement of the bonded debt, if any of said City.

ORDINANCE 2009-03T 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TOOL, TEXAS, FIXING AND LEVYING 
MUNICIPAL AD VALOREM TAXES FOR THE CITY OF TOOL, TEXAS, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 
BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2009, ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2010, FOR EACH YEAR THEREAFTER UNTIL 
OTHERWISE PROVIDED DIRECTING THE ASSESSMENT AND COLLECTION THEREOF; AND 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that the tax for the year 2009, hereinafter levied for current expenses of the City and road 
improvements and capital improvements must be levied to provide the revenue requirements of the budget for the ensuing 
year; and, 

WHEREAS, the City Council further finds that the taxes for the year 2009, hereinafter levied therefore are necessary to pay 
the expenses ofthe City of Tool and road improvements and capital improvements, during the ensuing year; Now, Therefore: 

Now, therefore, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Tool: 

SECTION I. For the current expenses of the City of Tool and road expenses and capital improvements, there is hereby levied 
and ordered to be assessed and collected for the year 2009, and for each year thereafter until it be otherwise provided and 
ordained, on all property situated within the limits of the City of Tool, an Ad Valorem tax at the rate of .4242 on the one 
hundred ($ 100.00) dollars valuation of such property. 

The City of Tool hereby grants a local option General Homestead exemption for all qualified homeowners with the following 
limitations: 

(I) To qualified homeowners 65 years of age or older, a $10,000.00 exemption. 
(2) To qualified homeowners a $5,000.00 exemption. 
(3) To qualified homeowners a Disabled Veteran Exemption. 

To be eligible for the above exemptions, an application must be filed with the Henderson County Appraisal District Office in 
Athens, Texas prior to April 151 of the year that an exemption is desired; 

SECTION 2. For current expenses and road improvements and capital improvements for the City of Tool, and meeting its 
adopted budget for the year 2009 and each year thereafter, there is hereby levied and ordered to be assessed and collected for 
the year 2009, and for each year thereafter until it be otherwise provided and ordained, on all property situated within the 
limits ofthe City of Tool, an Ad Valorem tax of $.4242 on the one hundred ($100.00) dollars valuation of such property. 

SECTION 3. WHEREAS, an emergency is apparent for the immediate preservation of order, health, safety and general 
welfare of the public that requires this Ordinance become effective immediately, therefore, it shall be effective from and after 
the date of its passage
